However, not all ANid can be replaced by {H/& and vice versa. The following is a list of the differences
between the two:

(1) When {HJE is used, it emphasizes that the information in the second clause is contrary to or very different
from one’s expectation. The focus of the entire sentence falls on the second clause. When Aid is used, it
supplements, modifies or amends what is stated in the first clause by adding a new statement in the second clause;

and the information given in the two clauses is equally important. For example:
