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Preface

With the popularity of teaching Chinese as a foreign language, foreign students are more and more
characterized by different ages, native languages, regions, occupations, needs, and cultural backgrounds. The
era of a set of good-for-all teaching materials has been taken over by that of tens of thousands of choices of
textbooks. In such a fierce competition, new teaching materials must be unique with distinctive features.

Hi! Chinese 1s designed for middle school foreign beginners in China for a short-term Chinese study. It

has the following four distinctive features:

1> Providing exercises to develop multiple skills in each lesson

Programs for short-term middle school foreign students studying in China are usually short, at entry
level, and with limited curriculum.

To meet the needs for short-term Chinese study, this textbook starts from the basics of Chinese learning.
Listening, conversation, syntax, reading. writing, and translation practices are included in each lesson to train
the skills in listening, speaking, reading, writing, and translation. It not only satisfies the needs of “a book for

a course” in short-term study, but also helps to train all of the skills above.

2 > Highlighting communicative functions and removing notes on language points

A short-term program emphasizes cultivating students’ interest and their obtaining a sense of
achievement. This textbook i1s written based on the most essential functions in language communication,
with each lesson beginning with the main communicative functions and typical examples. At the same time,
the “notes on language points™ have been removed and the language is explained from the perspective of
communicative functions. It may make basic Chinese grammar learning less academic, but more practical in

short-term study.

3 > Hierarchical vocabulary learning and increased recurrence rate of words

The textbook determines the degree of difficulty from the following three aspects. First, vocabulary
learning 1s divided into different levels. “New words™ are what students are required to master. The extended
phrases are listed whenever possible and the free morphemes in two-syllable words are explained separately.
“Supplementary words™ include alternate related words, which reduces the amount of learning of each lesson.
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Second, the words that have been learned are reviewed in practice. In practices of each lesson, these words
reappear in various ways so that there won't be new words. The learned words are edited into longer texts as
reading comprehension exercises like a snowball, thus greatly increasing the recurrence rate of new words
and guaranteeing the continuity of the whole text. Third, English and pinyin are used to reduce the difficulty.
There is English translation under each paragraph so that students have English translation wherever they

need. Wherever there are Chinese characters, there must be pinyin.

4~ More fun games and activities

In order to suit the learning characteristics of middle school students, the textbook has practical class
games for each lesson, as well as abundant ancient Chinese poems, nursery rhymes, tongue twisters and
Chinese songs which are familiar to Chinese people.

Hi! Chinese includes textbooks (volume 1 and volume 2). and workbooks (volume 1 and volume 2).
Each volume of workbook 1s composed of three unit tests and one final test.
