Tones are marked above finals exclusively, such as, “pbd@” and “|di”. When the finals

are simple finals, tones should be marked above the simple finals; when the finals are

compound finals, tones should be marked above the dominant finals following the order of

a-o-e-i-u-ii. For example, a tone should be marked above “a” in the case of “0o0”; a tone

should be marked above “e” 1n the case of “ei”. However, there are two notable points:

@ When “i” and “u” are in the compound final at the same time, then the one appearing
later gets the tone. For example, in “ui”, the tone should be marked above “i”; while in
“iu™, the tone should be marked above *“y”;

@ When a tone 1s marked above *|”, the ““- > on the top should be removed, such as, “n{”.

Chinese Names

Most Chinese names are composed of two or three characters. Chinese people put a
person’s family name before his/her given name. Most family names have one Chinese character,
among which “Li”, “Wang”, “Zhang”, and “Liu” are the most popular ones. Given names often
contain beautiful implications. In the late 1950s, boys are mostly named with such Chinese
characters as “NI|” (Gdng, firmness), “{%&” (Wi, greatness), “5&” (Qidng, powerfulness), “&”
(Yong, bravery), and girls are often named with such Chinese characters as “fjj” (Li, beauty),
“ZE (Mei, beauty), “E” (Xué, snow), “#F” (Jido, tenderness). The latest statistics show that the
popular given names for boys have been “J&” (Hdao. grandness), “Z” (YU, universe), “FF (Xudn,
loftiness), “%” (Hdo, heroism), “J&” (Chén, a collective term of suns, moons and stars), and
popular given names for girls have been “f£” (Zi, catalpa), “j&” (Hdn. connotation), “/g” (Yi,
joyfulness), “i&%” (Shi, poem), and “f&” (Y1, dependence).

In a Chinese family, family members rarely call each other’s full names; many Chinese
have childhood names in family, which sound more genial. In addition, among friends, if one’s
name is composed of three characters, people usually call the last two characters; if one’s name

1s of two characters, then people just call his/her full name.

WeChat 1s also a popular way of payment. In daily life, with WeChat, people don’t need to
take cash with them. The “red packet™ is also very popular. On festivals, people send and grab “red
packets™ 1n groups, which make festivals more jolly.

Many people like to share their life, study and work in WeChat Moments, which could
make their family and friends know their present life at any moment. In 2011, WeChat launched
