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Introduction

Chinese Proficiency Grading Standards for International Chinese Language Education:
Quick Vocabulary Handbook (hereinafter referred to as Quick Vocabulary Handbook), compiled
in accordance with the “Vocabulary List” in Chinese Proficiency Grading Standards for
International Chinese Language Education (GF 0025-2021) (hereinafter referred to as The
Standards) co-released by China’s Ministry of Education and State Language Commission, 1s a
practical vocabulary book for Chinese language learners.

Based on the division of three stages and nine levels (elementary stage: Levels 1-3;
intermediate stage: Levels 4-6; advanced stage: Levels 7-9) in The Standards, the Quick
Vocabulary Handbook 1s composed of eight volumes (the advanced stage has two volumes),
respectively including 500 words of Level 1, 772 words of Level 2, 973 words of Level 3, 1,000
words of Level 4, 1,071 words of Level 5, 1,140 words of Level 6 and 5,636 words of Levels
7-9. Each unit in the elementary and intermediate volumes has 20 words, while each unit in the
advanced volume has 60 words, aiming to break up vocabulary learning into bits and pieces,
so that learners’ fragments of time can be made use of and their learning efficiency can be
improved. Learners can finish learning and practicing one unit a day. The words in the Quick
Vocabulary Handbook are arranged in alphabetic order and are explained and demonstrated
from four aspects—Pinyin, word class, definition and usage.

The Quick Vocabulary Handbook can be used not only as an HSK preparation book, but
also as a Chinese vocabulary study guide for self-directed learners. The collocations are phrases
and example sentences that illustrate common usages ot the words from various perspectives
to help learners master these usages. For the phrases and sentences of the elementary words
of Levels 1-3, the principle is that they should not use words that exceed the scope of the
“Vocabulary List” of the corresponding level; for the intermediate stage of Levels 4-6, the
words of the phrases and example sentences should not exceed the scope of the “Vocabulary
List” before the current unit. The purpose is to help learners expand their vocabulary step by
step by using the Quick Vocabulary Handbook, facilitate autonomous learning, and reduce
the difficulty. With diversity and practicality taken into account, certain phrases and example
sentences include words beyond the scope, which are provided with Pinyin and English
definition to help learners understand them.

Each elementary or intermediate volume consists of three sections: “Target words™, “Quick
memory”, and “Quick practice”. Each advanced volume consists of three sections: “Quick
memory’, “Focus words™ and “Quick practice™.

“Target words™ lists the words to be memorized and mastered 1n the current unit to give

learners a whole picture and clear target. “*Quick memory™ ofters the Pinyin, word class(es),
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English definition(s), and collocations of each target word. The target words are underlined
in the collocations, and the phrases and example sentences selected and written are typical
and frequently used. How the words are used in real situations i1s emphasized and the number
and difficulty of the words beyond the scope are strictly controlled. “Quick practice™, an
intensive practice ot the words learned, includes three types of exercises in the elementary
and intermediate volumes. The pronunciation/definition matching exercise emphasizes the
understanding of the pronunciations and definitions of the words learned, the multiple-choice
exercise stresses the practice of the meanings and usages of the words learned, and the cloze
exercise focuses on the differentiation between confusable words. These types of questions
differ in stress and complement each other.

The “Target words™ section is removed from the advanced volume, in which each unit
includes 60 words that are divided into three parts. Each part 1s provided with various torms
of exercises. At the stage of advanced vocabulary learning, learners need to understand certain
words deeper and to differentiate certain words. In light of that, a new section—"Focus
words”—is added to provide further explanation of the words that are difficult to understand
and complicated in usage. “Quick practice™ in the advanced volume doesn’t have the
cloze exercise, but the word-filling exercise to test learners’ mastery of words from syntax
perspective.

It 1s generally agreed within the field that vocabulary 1s a focus of international Chinese
education, but the fact that vocabulary systems have more differences than commonalities
makes vocabulary teaching a weak link in international Chinese education. I’ve been constantly
looking for ways to improve learners’ vocabulary learning efficiency and to expand their
vocabulary faster. The Quick Vocabulary Handbook, based on the reality of teaching, is
one of my positive attempts to help Chinese language learners learn Chinese vocabulary
independently. Any comments or suggestions you may have on this book would be highly
appreciated.
