In Chinese, there is a type of sentence where the subject is the recipient of the action, and the
preposition “”, “IY” or “iL:” is used to introduce the doer of the action. Such sentences, which
employ these prepositions to express passive voice, are called passive sentences. The predicate
verb in passive sentences is generally accompanied by other elements that indicate the result,
degree, time, etc. , of the action. and often carry a connotation of undesirability. “#{” is more
commonly used in written Chinese, while “fY{” and “il:” are more frequent in spoken Chinese. In
spoken Chinese, the passive marker “%3” can also be added after the object representing the doer.
The typical word order of a passive sentence is as follows:

subject (receiver of the action) + #{/04/1E + object of preposition (+ 25 ) + verb + other
